After U.S. and Soviet troops withdrew, relations were tense 

between the two Korean governments. In June 1950 North Korea invaded 

South Korea. A year earlier, Communist forces had prevailed in the 

Chinese Civil War. U.S. leaders did not want another Asian nation to fall 

to communism, and so the United States quickly responded to the North 

Korean invasion.

HIST?RICAL C?NT;DT At the end of World War II the United States 

and the Soviet Union divided Iorea into two occupation zones. This 

division became permanent when the two sides could not agree on a single 

government for the country. The United States then set up the Republic of 

Iorea to govern the south, and the Soviets installed a Communist regime 

in the north. After U.S. and Soviet troops withdrew, relations were tense 

between the two Iorean governments.
